: Candidates who have qualified the UGC-NET (Including JRF)/ UGC-CSIR
NET (including JRF)/SLET/GATE/GPAT/DST-Inspire/SET/ teacher
fellowship of state/Central Govt. apex bodies holder or have passed M. Phil
programme in concerned subject form any statutory university. Foreign/ NRI
candidates who have obtained master’s degree with at least 55% marks or
equivalent CGPA (6.0) and passed PET examination conducted by the
University. Candidate already possessing Ph. D. degree in any discipline
from any statutory university shall also be exempted from PET.

D. Program and Registration of Research Topic. a1 a9
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(A) Admission to Ph. D. Programem:
(1) The Recognized Centre of Higher Learning and Research
shall display the total intake of students per subiject, details of
available supervisors, details of students enrolled and number of
vacant seats on its website.
(2) The Centre for Higher Learning & Research shall schedule
the personal interview of eligible applicants to asses the
research acumen and competence of applicants on qualitative

parameters. Such interviews shall be conducted by the RAC the
concerned centre.
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(3) The Centre for Higher Learning and Research shall then

display the merit list which shall be prepared by computing the
composite score of the applicant (70% weightage for PET or
Equivalent Test score and 30% weightage for personal interview
and list of the candidates selected for admission with reference
to the number of vacant seats at particular centre.

(C) PRE-Ph. D COURSE WORK-

Every research scholar who has taken a provisional admission is
required to successfully complete a Pre-Ph.D Course work of
minimum 12 credits with minimum 55% marks or tis equivalent
grade in the UGC 10-point scale in the course work.

(1) A Research scholar has to complete the said course
work within 1 year of his/her date of admission to Ph. D.
program which will be the tenure of her/his registration.
However, 6 month extension can be granted for the same
subject to approval of the Head concerned Research
Centre.

(2) All Ph. D. scholars irrespective of discipline, shall be
required to train in teaching/ education/pedagogy/writing
related to their chosen Ph. D. subject during their doctoral
period. Full Time Ph. D. Scholar may also be assigned 4-
6 per week of teaching/ research assistantship for
conducting tutorial of laboratory work and evaluations.
(3) Please refer to Annexure-III for detailed guidelines of
Pre-Ph. D. Coursework.

(D) REGISTRATION OF RESEARCH TOPIC :

(2) A researcher scholar, on successful completion of Pre-
Ph. D. course work shall submit a synopsis approved by
his supervisor to the Research Centre.
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Direction No. 11 of 2023 (9)(B)Allotment of Supervisor- (7) Supervisors with less

than three years of service before superannuation shall not be allowed to take new
research scholars under their supervision.
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There shall be a Research Advisory Committee (RAC) at every Recognized
Center for Higher Learning and Research which shall consist of :

i) Director/Principal of the Conducted College/Principal of the college/Head of
the Organization which is recognized research center of the University in the
subject or group of subjects comprised in each board of studies (Ex-Officio
Chairperson) provided he/she is having Ph. D. degree.

In case of University’s PGTD, the Dean of the concerned faculty will be the
Ex-officio Chairperson of the Research Advisory Committee.

i1) Two research supervisors from outside the research centre in the subject or a
group of subjects comprised in the Board of Studies from amongst a panel of
six person nominated by the Vice-Chancellor (Members)

iii)  Recognized Research Supervisor of the concerned Ph.D. Scholar
(Member)-

iv)  Head of the Department/subject concerned ( Member)
